TUFT’S STUDY SHOWS IMPACT OF 4-H  
     The Tufts’ 4-H Study of Positive Youth Development 
(PYD) is the first-ever longitudinal study to measure the 
characteristics that contribute to positive youth development.  
Conducted by Tufts University and led by Richard M. Lerner, 
Ph.D., the study involved over 4,000 youth, and 2,000 parents 
from 25 states.  It measures the impact personal and social 
factors have on a young person’s development.  The study is 
in its fourth year.  Findings indicate that involvement in 
structured programs and activities during out-of-school time 
plays a critical role in helping young people achieve success. 
     Researchers discovered that early involvement in youth 
development activities, like those offered by 4-H, help 
children develop the confidence and skills necessary to 
become leaders and have their voices heard.  The 4-H youth 
were more inclined to volunteer, participate in school and 
community activities; speak against inequality and for social 
justice; stand up to bullies; and trust adults, friends, and the 
community.

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 All horse members MUST, before any participation in any 
equine events, have completed the Equine Safety and Ethics 
Training and have a signed form on file at the Extension 
Office.

If your 
member completed the program last year and has a form on 
file, he/she does not need to repeat the training.  However, all 
new members or those who did not complete the training last 
year, must complete the training immediately.

Conditions, Hoof Care, Dental Care, Diseases and Parasites 
and Reproduction.  This project is appropriate for all ages and 
every child should complete this project book even if the 
member has no intention of showing.  There has been a 
misconception that the child not showing should take the 
Trail Riding Project.  This project is designed for the member 
active in competitive trail riding not casual trail riding.  You 
will find project requirements in all books, please read them 
carefully.

NON-COMPETITIVE EQUINE MEMBER  

     A number of children in our county have a horse and a 
desire for more knowledge and more 4-H involvement with 
the animal, but have no desire to actually perform in the show 
ring. The decision may have been reached for a variety of 
reasons. 
 
     Four-H is a learn by doing experience. And "doing" is 
much more than showing the animal in the show ring. The 
equine project books offer a wealth of information on 

selection, conformation, proper nutrition, grooming, safety, 
breeds, equipment, types of hay and grain, production, 
diseases, hoof care, stable management, endurance building, 
performance standards and much more. 
     Most all of the traditional horse clubs place their emphasis 
on showing the equine project animal, with instructional 
riding meetings scheduled twice a month. 
    
    Realizing the need and importance of both showing and 
non-showing members, the committee has developed the 
"independent horse member". Several traditional horse clubs 
will be accepting these members. They will be required to 
submit ownership papers as all equine members, will attend 
organizational meetings, however, they will not be required 
to attend riding meetings but may attend if they wish. A 
special non-competitive "horse handling" class is offered at 
the Coshocton County Junior Fair Horse Show for these 
members.  The animal will be demonstrated at halter.  
Members will be expected to perform basic skills, such as, 
leading the animal safely, picking up a hoof, tying the animal, 
parts of the animal, etc.  Since this is a noncompetitive class,  
all participants will receive a participation ribbon. In addition 
these members qualify for any and all equine awards and 
trips. Contact Jan Luce at the Extension Office for 
participating clubs.
