JUNIOR FAIR ENTRIES  

      Reminder to 4-H advisors to only list on the Jr. Fair 
entry forms those projects that have been evaluated.  List 
the date each project was evaluated on the entry form.  
Projects may have been evaluated at county judging or pre-
judged for a grade. Post-judged projects receive a 
participation ribbon.  This guideline applies to all 4-H 
projects. Fair entries are due on Monday, August 24th. 
 

JUNIOR & SENIOR FAIR BOOKS  
    All Jr. Fair rules, shows, awards, premiums, etc. are listed 
in the fair book. Advisors will need it to make fair entries. 
Fair books are available one per 4-H family at the Extension 
Office or Sr. Fair Board Office.

EVALUATION DAY RIBBONS  
 

All ribbons will be put in club packets and picked 
up by advisors prior to the county fair. As a 
member, if you picked your ribbons up early at 
the Style Show and Awards Program during 
Evaluations, then you need to return those 
ribbons to your advisor for displaying at the fair. 
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LIVESTOCK CLUB & PROJECT GRADES  
     All club and project grades from advisors for member’s 
livestock projects need turned in to the Extension Office by 
August 21st. 
     All club and project grades for special interest and family 
life projects should have already been submitted to the 
Extension Office.  These grades from advisors are needed so 
final project grades can be averaged. 

 

LIVESTOCK BOOKS NEED TO BE COMPLETE  
     All livestock project and record books need to be 
complete and records up-to-date for evaluations. Any 
member who is evaluated and has no record book will be 
asked to bring a completed record book with up-to-date 
records to the Extension Office before fair entries will be 
processed.  Also,  members with incomplete books will be 
notified and need to turn their livestock books into the 
Extension office. 
 

FIRE PROOFING OF DECORATIONS  
   All decorations used at the fair for booths or livestock 
displays need to be of fireproof materials according to the fire 
marshal.  Fire proofing recipe is: 
       3 ounces boric acid 
       7 ounces Borax   
       2 quarts hot water 
   Dissolve boric acid in a small amount of the hot water. Mix 
borax and boric acid paste into the remaining hot water and 
stir until solution is clear. Use this to sponge, dip, or spray 
paper or fabric. 
 

2009 FAIR PREMIUM PAYMENT  
   Members of 4-H and FFA will be paid by their club leaders 
this year after the fair. 

 

NON-LIVESTOCK PROJECT PAYMENT  
    An advisor or advisors from any club with a project in the 
Youth Building needs to pick up their club's entry form at the 
office in that building and mark the $3.00 premium payment 
beside the names of those projects displayed in a booth. All 
non-livestock entry forms need completed and returned to 
the office in the Youth Building by 6:00 p.m. on Saturday. 
After 6:00 p.m. on Saturday all non-livestock entry forms 
will be put with the livestock entry forms at the office in the 
Jr. Fair Arena. 
 

LIVESTOCK PROJECT PAYMENT  
    An advisor or advisors from any club with a livestock 
entry will need to stop by the office in the Jr. Fair Arena and 
mark the premium for each exhibitor who shows his/her 
animal in the show ring. All livestock premiums need to be 
marked by Thursday 12 noon. Members do not get 
payment for fitting and showmanship classes. 

 

PASSES FOR ADVISORS, MEMBERS  
& KEY LEADERS  

   Junior Fair passes may be purchased for $7.00 by the 4-H 
leader for entrance into the fairgrounds at the Sr. Fair Board 
Office. They will be available September 8th. 4-H advisors 
need to purchase passes for leaders, members, and 

Cloverbuds.  The passes are good for one admission per day 
and will need names on the passes.  

 
LIVESTOCK GATE PASS AVAILABLE  

     A "Livestock Exhibitor" vehicle pass, available one per 
family, may be picked up at the Extension Office on or after 
August 24th. This verifies that the family has livestock at the 
fairgrounds and allows the vehicle to enter the fairgrounds 
any time with feed or to feed livestock. 
     This "Livestock Pass" does NOT allow free admission. 
People must still show their advisor or Jr. Fair pass or pay the 
admission price. 

 
CAMPER FEE - COUNTY FAIR  

    Cost for a camper spot will be $100 for 2009 and is due to 
the Fair Board by September 1st.

REMOVAL OF DECORATIONS  
      It is strongly recommended that livestock decorations not 
be removed prior to release times. If decorations must be 
removed earlier, then advisors must consult with the advisors 
of surrounding clubs to prevent possible startling of animals 
which could result in injury to animals, exhibitors, or the 
general public. 

 
CLOVERBUD EXHIBITS  

    Each 4-H Cloverbud member may exhibit an item from 
one of their 4-H activities this year. All Cloverbud exhibits 
will be placed in a 4-H Cloverbud Booth in the Youth 
Building.  No Cloverbud exhibits should be placed in 4-H 
club booths.   Each Cloverbud leader may purchase a seven  
day pass for $7.00 each at the Senior Fair Board office for 
their club’s Cloverbud leaders and members with a display. 
 

4-H FAIR FOOD STAND NEEDS ALL CLUBS  
     It is essential that ALL  4-H clubs volunteer a shift during 
the fair in the 4-H Food Stand near Hunter Arena. 
     Funds earned from this food stand are the budget for the 
4-H Advisory Committee which buys: Medals of Honor, 
Banner Club Awards, volunteer training, youth conferences, 
leaders’ forums, volunteer liability insurance, judges’ 
mileage for clinics, camp scholarships, advisor tenure pins, 
and more. Leaders and members from all project areas 
benefit. Any 4-H leader, parent, or member 14 years and 
older may work. Please say "yes" to work a shift in 2009.

Sign up for desired time by calling the Extension 
Office by September 4th. At least 2 adults (advisors or 
parents) must host each shift. Additional volunteers can be 
older club members. If your club is willing to host more than 
one shift, please let us know. Hosts are always needed. 
     Those serving as hosts are expected to greet visitors, 
answer questions about 4-H, guard the projects and tidy up 
the building by sweeping, picking up trash, etc. Duties for 
particular shifts are listed on the schedule, which will be sent 
to the organizational advisors and posted near the Youth 
Building Office. Hosts will sign in upon arriving. 
     Host duty is very important to protect the valuable 
projects on display. If an emergency arises for your host 
time, BE SURE to get a replacement host. CLUBS THAT 
DO NOT SHOW UP FOR THEIR HOST DUTY WILL 
NOT RECEIVE THEIR BOOTH PREMIUM.

Participants may model any appropriate garment, ready-made 
or constructed; however, projects may not be removed from 
booths.  Exhibitors will be modeling the “Seven Clues to a 
Total Look”. The age categories (use 4-H age on January 1, 
of current year) are: 
     -Cloverbud  
     -Beginner  -   8 and in 3rd grade, 9, 10 & 11 years old  
     -Intermediate - 12 through 14 years old  
     -Senior - 15 through 18 years old 
     - Old Timers

Members wishing to compete in the Taster’s Choice Award, 
MUST MAKE AN ENTRY IN  Book 685-Class 1 - 
Taster’s Choice Award.  Please check the rules for this class 
as found in the Coshocton County fair book.  This class will 

be judged prior to Class 2 – Tasting.  Remember…those 
entering the Taster’s Choice Award MUST prepare the dish 
themselves and it must be from one of the categories listed 
in the fair book.  Five placings will be awarded.  A $1.00 
premium will be awarded to each participant at the end of the 
event.  Exhibitors in this event must have their food in 
place no later than 11:00 am, judging will take place 
promptly at 11:05.  
     Book 685 - Class 2 - Tasting, is a "just for fun" event for 
any 4-H member. Bring any one food item for public 
sampling. Food should be in bite-sized portions. Plan on 
bringing at least 50 "bites". Attendance for sampling is well 
over 100.  All foods should be brought for set-up at 11:15 
AM.  Smorgasbord will end at 1 PM or as 4-Hers run out 
of food. Members must be at display entire time of 
Smorgasbord. Members should bring card table or TV tray 
(members may share tables), lawn chair, if desired, 
toothpicks or plastic silverware, if necessary for sampling, 
recipes to pass out, if desired. Paper plates, napkins, and cold 
drink will be provided. All participants will receive a 
participant ribbon and $1.00 premium to be paid at the event. 
Please indicate the number of expected members 
participating on the Junior Fair Entry Form so enough 
$1.00 bills will be on hand. 
 

MAKING FAMILY LIVING ENTRIES  
Advisors….please remember only completed projects are 
eligible for entry in the Coshocton County Junior Fair.  A 
completed project is one that has been evaluated either at 
summer project evaluations, pre-judged, or post-judged by a 
4-H advisor outside her or his club, key leader, or 
knowledgeable adult who completes a written evaluation 
form.  Please make sure your member has fulfilled these 
requirements.  Entries are checked for completeness. 

 
SPECIAL INTEREST &FAMILY LIVING EXHIBITS  

      Again this year, all 4-H clubs with special interest and 
family living projects will display these projects together in 
their club booth in the Youth Building. Booth assignments 
will be mailed.  No minimum number of exhibits 
are needed for a club display. 

 
MAKE YOUR BOOTH EXHIBIT COUNT!  

     Listed below are the requirements for booth displays.  
Read carefully. 

1. Consult project requirements (attached to front 
cover of project book) for the appropriate exhibit. 

2. Each member needs to have his/her own exhibit. 
One item/exhibit can’t represent more than one 
project/member. 

3. The exhibit must show what was done or learned in 
the project. Examples:  

Unacceptable - a place setting of empty dishes; 
Acceptable: a place setting that features 
pictures or other representation of foods that 
make a well-balanced meal. 
Unacceptable - placing toys in the booth;  
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Acceptable - poster telling how the toys in 
booth are appropriate for children of different 
ages. 

4. Members with unacceptable exhibits will not receive 
a premium. 

 
NO FOOD IN 4-H BOOTHS 

     No food is to be in the 4-H booths in the Youth Building. 
This  prevents wasting food and inviting critters. Consider 
these ways of recognizing 4-H'ers with food: 
�  Use pictures of food, artificial food, or poster. 
�  Put food in sealed containers. 
� Display ribbons with names of members and projects  
   attached to an exhibit that shows what was done or learned. 
 

 9 PM THURSDAY DEADLINE  
     All projects in the Youth Building need to be on display 
by 9 p.m. on Thursday, October 1.  Gates will be put in 
front of the booths on Thursday evening. 

 
CRITERIA FOR BOOTH JUDGING  

    These criteria will be used by the booth judges in selecting 
ten outstanding booths: 
�  Club name easily observed 
�  Member names easily seen 
�  Decorations related fully to the chosen theme 
�  Promotes and educates about 4-H (the broad scope of 
    4-H programming.) 
�  Shows creativity 
�  Attracts attention 
�  All projects easily seen 
�  Neatness 
�  Balance  
     A note about booth judging: Although these criteria are 
used in judging, it tends to be somewhat subjective. 
     Members should remember that the most important thing 
is that they are happy with how their booth looks and that it 
showcases their projects well. 
     Advisors may pick up booth judging results at the Youth 
Building Sunday afternoon. 
     NO GUNS, BOWS, ARROWS, AMMUNITION OR 
OTHER WEAPONS SHOULD BE DISPLAYED IN THE 
YOUTH BUILDING.

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�SKILLATHON INFORMATION �
 

USE OF SKILLATHON KITS  
     As families and groups use the livestock skillathon kits, it 
is very important that all labels and parts be returned to the 
proper envelopes and put back into the kit.  Please check the 
kit closely before returning it to the Extension office so 
the kit will be ready for the next person or group using 
the kit.  Your help with this will be greatly appreciated. 
 

SWINE SKILLATON - SENIORS  
    Swine members should use the following information for 
meat stations at the 2009 skillathon.  
For a 240 lbs. - 250 lbs. market hog. Ideal backfat .8 inch 
(eight-tenths) Acceptable backfat range .6 - 1.0 inch.   
Ideal loin eye 6.0 square inches Acceptable range 5.75 - 6.5 
square inches. 
    Steve Moller, State Swine Specialist, says that in the show 
pig industry we see a range of backfat from .4 to 1.00 inch 
with many today between .5 and .8 inches.  Loins in fair pigs 
are between 6.00 and 10.00 per square inch with many fairs 
averaging 7.5 inches. 
 

EFFICIENCY AND AVERAGE FEED DAILY GAIN 
INTERMEDIATE AND SENIORS  

   Intermediate and senior level members need to know the 
number of pounds of feed needed to produce a pound of gain 
for their species.  We are using the following averages for 
2009: Beef:  7 pounds feed for 1 pound gain 
 Sheep:  5 pounds feed for 1 pound gain 
 Swine: 3 pounds feed for 1 pound gain 
 

ATTENTION BEEF PROJECT MEMBERS  
     Beef project members who don’t have calves on feed yet 
are reminded to obtain a feed tag from the feed they plan to 
use before fair. 
     The feed tag should be attached in the project book and 
used to answer the questions below the tag. 
     Members without scales are reminded to use the Ideal 
Growth Scenario given out at QA Seminars for weights to 
plot on the Growth Chart page.  Those figures can also be 
used to calculate average daily gain. 
     Credit will only be given for pages completed. 
 

PREVIEW BEEF SHOW 
AUGUST 22, 2009 

     For the 23rd year, the PREVIEW BEEF SHOW will be 
held August 22nd beginning at 9 a.m. in Hunter Arena. Cash 
awards provided by Hanby Farms Inc. 
 9 a.m. - Hoof Trimming 
12:30 -   Demonstration of Fitting & Showing 
1:30 -     Beef Fitting and Showmanship Classes 
     This will be a great opportunity to get some fitting and 
showing experience before county fair. 
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MARKET LAMB SLICK SHEARING  
     Again this year all market lambs must be slick shorn with 
no more than 1/4 inch of wool anywhere on the lamb 
including the legs. Wool length will be measured at weigh-in 
on Saturday morning of fair. 
     To help members meet this requirement, lambs may be 
sheared at River View Vo-Ag Department on Sept. 26th.  
Time:  8 a.m. - Noon 
     For this shearing, members need to stop by the office to 
sign up for a shearing time. No signing by phone. 
     This shearing is for market lambs only and costs $5.00 per 
lamb. This shearing is with special blades for a smooth 
appearance. 
     Lambs need to be clean (washed 1 or 2 days before) and 
entirely dry. All lambs should have been sheared once 
already this year before Sept. 26th.  

  
    INTERESTED IN A CHEVIOT FLOCK?  

     The Ohio Cheviot Breeders Association (OCBA) is 
seeking applicants for the Jim Cluff Memorial Starter Flock 
Award. 
     The OCBA started the contest in 1994 to award a starter 
flock to an Ohio youth up to 17 years of age.  The purpose of 
the award is to introduce the youth to the enjoyment of 
raising and owning purebred Cheviot sheep, as well as 
encouraging the growth of new Cheviot breeders in Ohio. 
     The contest winner will receive the following: a one-year 
membership in the Ohio Junior Cheviot Breeders 
Association, one bred ewe the first year, one ram the second 
year, and in the third year the youth will donate a lamb to 
continue the award.

JR. FAIR INFORMATION 
4-H & FFA IMAGE  

    It is very important to keep all the buildings clean and litter 
free. Be sure all livestock are kept clean, pens and stalls 
bedded, aisles swept, and animals fed regularly. If you can't 
feed or bed your animals on school days (especially 
Wednesday and Thursday), make arrangements for someone 
else to take care of your animals. Let's take pride in our fair! 
 

REVIEW LIVESTOCK RULES  
     Review all the livestock rules in the fair book. A copy of 
Ohio’s Livestock Tampering Exhibition Rules is available at 
the Sr. Fair Board Office. There can be no change in the 
physical conformation of the animal. Only neutral colored 
(no color) grooming materials (adhesives, etc.) may be 
used. 
    Use of tranquilizers or any other drugs to change the 
conformation or temperament of an animal are NOT allowed. 
 

DRUG USE NOTIFICATION FORM  
The Ohio Dept. of Agriculture is requiring each exhibitor 

of a market animal, milking dairy cows, and lactating doe 
goats to turn into the Senior Fair Board a Drug Use 

Notification Form. 
     Club advisors need to pick up from the Senior Fair Board 
office (707 Kenilworth Ave.) a Drug Use Notification Form 
for each market animal and lactating cows and goats to be 
exhibited at the fair.  This includes market ducks, rabbit 
fryers, market chickens, wether goats, turkeys, market 
lambs, feeder calves, market steers, market hogs, 
lactating dairy cows, and lactating doe goats. 
     This form needs to be turned in on each animal at weigh-
in complete with signatures from the exhibitor and parent/
guardian.  A form is needed if the animal is to show 
(regardless if the animal is selling or not selling).  Since 
market hogs weigh at the time of unloading, each market hog 
will need to have the form with it at unloading. (Make sure 
haulers have this form for each hog). 
 

OPEN CLASS ENTRIES REQUIRE SOCIAL 
SECURITY NUMBERS 

     If you are making Open Class entries at the Coshocton 
County Fair, be sure to know the last four numbers of your 
social security number.  These numbers will be used in the 
computer program for Open Class livestock entries. 

 
PEN & STALL ASSIGNMENTS  

     Sheets showing pen and stall assignments for hogs, horses, 
sheep, cattle, and goats will be mailed to advisors as soon as 
entries are processed. The schedule for 4-H clubs to guard the 
Youth Building will be included in that mailing too. 

 
MARKET LIVESTOCK EXHIBITORS  

     All market livestock exhibitors should check withdrawal 
periods for medicated feed additives, sprays, powders, 
implants, medicines (antibiotics) etc. which they may be 
using on their animals. Call your vet or feed salesman for 
required withdrawal times of specific products. 
 

LIVESTOCK TRAILER POLICY  
     Again, all exhibitors at our 2009 county fair who live in 
Coshocton County must take their livestock trailers home 
instead of parking them on the fairgrounds during fair week.  
Exhibitors may also park trailers in the field across from 
Knox Porteus’ home on Otsego Avenue.

��� � HOGS - All water pans and buckets should be removed   
   from the pens and aisles of the Jr. Fair Swine Barn by 
   noon of show day to help keep aisles clean and dry. 
��� � GOATS - All goats should be clipped at least two weeks 
   prior to the fair. 
��� � CATTLE, SHEEP, POULTRY, AND RABBITS  All 
   that go by-bid during the sale Thursday night will be put 
   directly onto a trailer from the sale ring by an adult.   Do 
   not take down thank you signs for previous  buyers 
   until the end of the day on Thursday. 
��� � HOGS - All by-bid hogs will be put back in the pen and 
   loaded out after the auction. 
 

REMINDER OF LIVESTOCK RULES  
    Winners of Showmanship classes (excluding Horse & 
Goat) advance on to the next age level. Each supreme 
showmanship class will include winners of this year's senior, 
intermediate, junior, and first year showmanship classes, as 
well as previous supreme showmanship winners, except goats 
and cats. 
   Any showman awarded first place in Supreme 
Showmanship may only show in the Supreme class 
thereafter, except cats and goats. (Supreme participants 
who do not win first will show in the next higher age 
division in the following year's fair.) 
   Dairy cattle exhibitors will be allowed to show an unlimited 
number of animals with only one entry per class.  Premiums 
will still be paid for a maximum of three dairy animals plus 
the milking cow.

UNITED PRODUCERS LIVESTOCK OWNER’S 

CERTIFICATE  
     The food and Drug Administration (FDA) recently banned 
the feeding of ruminant-derived feeds to ruminants (cattle, 
sheep, and goats).  Due to this ban, United Producers, Inc. 
(formerly Producers Livestock Association) is asking that 
exhibitors at the Coshocton County Fair show their 
compliance through completing the Livestock Owner’s 
Certificate.  The exhibitor and the parent of each market 
steer, feeder calf, market lamb, and wether goat must sign 
this document and turn it in at weigh-in at the fair.  One 
certificate must be completed for each market steer, feeder 
calf, market lamb, or wether goat.  (This form is not required 

for market hogs, turkeys, market fryers, dairy cattle, llamas, 
market duck or market chickens.) 
   These United Producers Livestock Owner’s Certificates 
will be available at the Senior Fair Board office for you to 
pick up with the Drug Notification Forms.  The forms at the 
Senior Fair Board office have a space for parent signature.   
 

BEST KEPT EXHIBIT AWARD  
     This award is given to the clubs presenting the best kept 
livestock exhibits at the county fair. Each day one club will 
be recognized in the divisions of (1) horses, (2) cattle, (3) 
goats, (4) sheep, (5) hogs, (6) rabbits and (7) poultry.  
   Exhibits will be judged on condition of animals, cleanliness 
of exhibit, eye appeal, and whether club name is displayed. 
    The top club for each division will receive individual 
awards for each member at the county 4-H Achievement Day 
in November. Farm Credit Services sponsors these awards.

(dairy, pygmy, meat & angora) must have USDA scrapie 
tags, USDA scrapie tattoo, or registration papers to match 
tattoo. 
Health papers will be checked at Saturday Weigh-In. 
   - Feeder Calves - Health paper with listing of  vaccinations 

given by a vet 21 days before the fair, internal worming , 
and external parasites observing withdrawal dates will be 
collected at weigh-in. 

Checked at respective barn before unloading: 
   - Chickens - Bloodtesting papers checked at Poultry Barn.   
      Poultry from NPIP (National Poultry Improvement Plan)  
      farms will be exempt from blood testing .  
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     NPIP papers must be presented with the poultry projects at  
     check-in.

DOG JR. FAIR INFORMATION

adenovirus (CAV-2)rabies, Leptospirosis, and 

Parainfluenza (CPI), by an accredited veterinarian. The dog 
papers will be checked before the beginning of the dog classes. 
 

CONFORMATION DOG CLASS ENTRIES

county fair, be sure to write the breed of the dog on the Junior 
Fair Entry Form in column 7. 
 

CAT JR. FAIR  INFORMATION 
CAT CERTIFICATES DUE SEPTEMBER 1 ST  

     All cat exhibitors must turn into the Extension Office 
by September 1st of the current year a certificate 
verifying that their cat(s) has been vaccinated by a 
veterinarian for rabies and distemper.  A feline 
Leukemia vaccination also is recommended.  
REMINDER - Cats must be in a harness with a leash and name 
tag while on the fairgrounds. 
 

SWINE JR. FAIR INFORMATION    
NEW MARKET HOG WEIGHT  

     ***NEW*** Market hogs must weigh a 
minimum of 220 pounds with no maximum weight 
limit.  Market hogs weighing under 220 pounds will 

show in a separate class, and will not be eligible for      
champion or reserve champion.  All market hogs will be 
eligible to sell regardless of weight. 

ALL HOG EXHIBITORS  
    All hog exhibitors need to be sure their hogs are free of 
lice before coming to the fair.

�� CLIPPING RULE - SWINE SHOW ��  

     Clipping rule for Coshocton County Junior Fair Swine 
Show - All barrows and gilts must have a measurable 1/2 
inch of body hair, underline included. Ears and tails may 
be a shorter length. Any barrow or gilt may be checked at 
any time during the exhibition. All hogs in violation will 
be disqualified and will not sell. Lower placing animals 
meeting requirements will replace these animals in 
showing order.  

SLAP TATTOOING HOGS  
     Again this year, all the market hogs will be slap tattooed 
on the shoulder at weigh-in. This is required by the packers 
for possible tracing of any sulfur residues in the meat. So be 
sure to check all feeds and medications for required 
withdrawal times. Any carcass that is condemned by the 
packer will result in the exhibitor not being paid by the 
Auction Committee. 
 

WEIGHING MARKET HOGS - DRUG USE 
NOTIFICATION FORMS COLLECTED  

     All market hogs will be weighed as they unload off the 
truck on Friday (6:30 a.m. to 8 p.m.) Hogs will also be slap 
tattooed and exhibitors will draw auction order numbers at 
this time.  Drug Use Notification Forms will also be collected 
as market hogs are weighed. 
     Haulers must know the exhibitor of each hog, whether the 
hog will be sold in the auction, and have a Drug Notification 
Form for each hog.

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OPEN HORSE SHOW 
     Consider coming to the horse show on Sunday, September 
6th beginning at 12:30 a.m. in Hunter Arena on the Coshocton 
County fairgrounds. Several adult, 4-H, youth, and fun 
classes are included in the show bill. Money raised will be 
used to pay judges, special awards, and other  local   4-H 
horse activities conducted in 2009-2010.  At any 4-H 
sponsored/conducted equine event, all 4-H age youth are 
required to wear properly-fitted protective headgear which 
meets or exceeds current ASTM/SEI standards with the chin 
harness securely fastened at all times while riding or driving 
an equine.

HORSE SKILLATHON

make a fair entry.  In addition to the scheduled skillathon, 
members may be pre or post evaluated.  A successful 
completion is defined as one in which ALL  project 
requirements have been met.  This includes: the book 
completed as required, feed records up to date, a one page 
report (for most projects) and a journal or scrapbook.  Since 
many project books can be taken for more than one year, you 
may have lost the county project requirements located on a 
separate paper in front on the book.  If you have, you need to 
contact our office for the current requirements.  ***New this 
year***:  A separate, more difficult bonus station will be 
available for anyone wanting a challenge.  The top 5 will be 
placed with monetary rewards. A make-up horse skillathon 
might be scheduled if it is warranted.  If not, individuals are 
responsible for making the arrangements to be evaluated.  A 
family member or the 4-H’er’s advisor may not be the 
evaluator.

All chickens will be blood tested for pullorum as 
required by the Ohio Dept. of Agriculture, tagged with an 
identification band, and issued a health paper required to 
unload at the County Fair.

EXHIBITORS AND ANIMALS  
PRESENTABLE FOR AUCTION  

     The Junior Fair Auction Committee requires that 
exhibitors be dressed appropriately for the Junior Fair 
Auction and animals being sold are CLEAN. 
     So the following guidelines have been set for this year’s 
auction: 

- Exhibitors are to wear show attire when selling an                     
animal or item in the Junior Fair  Auction. 
- The livestock representative will determine if the 
exhibitor and animal are clean and presentable for 
the auction.  If not, the exhibitor and animal are 
excused from the auction line-up and may return 
when they are acceptable. 

 

AUCTION PROMOTION  
     All 4-H and FFA members with market livestock projects 
are encouraged to make personal buyer contacts and to ask 
buyers to support the entire auction as well as "buy their 
animals". 
     A personal visit is best followed by a handwritten letter. 
This is very important! 

        HOW TO APPROACH JUNIOR FAIR BUYERS  
Here are a few guidelines to keep in mind when 
contacting buyers. 
1.  Be polite!  If you are visiting in person, introduce yourself  

and give your reason for visiting. If the buyer does not 
appear interested, thank them and leave.  Do not interrupt 
them while they are waiting on a customer or if they 
appear BUSY. 

2. Remember, you are inviting them to the auction and                 
inviting them to consider purchasing an animal.  Let the           
potential buyers know that you are a 4-H member, and             
that you hope they will consider supporting the Junior              
Fair Livestock Auction. 

3.  It is not appropriate to pressure a buyer into buying your          
animal.  You are inviting them to attend the auction. 

4.  Please remember that buyers do get several letters and             
visits, and cannot buy everyone’s animals. 

5.  Give the buyer the time and date of the auction, let them          
know that they will be recognized through advertisements       
in the newspaper, on the radio, and at the 2009 County            
Fair. 

6.  If you are writing to past or future buyers, keep in mind           
that neatly written letters are a must! 

7.  If you want to contact new buyers and do not know who          
to ask, think about the people you and your family do              
business with. 

8.  When a buyer purchases your animal, please tell them              
“Thank you for buying my animal.”  A great time to do            
this is right after the animal sells.  If you miss the buyer,          
go and find them!! Lots of buyers say a “simple thank 
you” is greatly appreciated. 

9.   After the auction, write a thank you note to the buyer and           
      hand deliver it to them or drop it in the mail.
