OSU EXTENSION LEVY  
     On the November 3, 2009 election ballot, there will be a 
0.6 mill tax levy for five years to support OSU Extension 
Coshocton County for programming in the areas of 4-H, 
Agriculture and Natural Resources, Expanded Food and 
Nutrition Education Program (EFNEP), and Community 
Development.  Master Gardeners is a volunteer-based 
program under Agriculture in Coshocton County. 
     During 2009, the OSU Extension budget in Coshocton 
County has been reduced by $58,950 by the County 
Commissioners due to a reduced general fund in our county.  
The Commissioners have stated that there may not be funds 
available for OSU Extension in 2010. 
     The cost of the 0.6 mill tax levy will be: 
       - $50,000 property - $9.19 per year, 77 cents per month 
       - $100,000 property - $18.38 per year, $1.53 per month 
    Youth would not be allowed to join 4-H in another county 
if the levy fails and funds are not made available by the 
County Commissioners.  Across county lines membership is 
only possible on a reciprocal basis. So if Coshocton County 
does not have 4-H, then local youth cannot join 4-H in 
another county.  In addition, if there is no 4-H in Coshocton 
County, then local youth would not be eligible to exhibit at 
the Ohio State Fair. 
     Enclosed with this newsletter is a fact sheet on the levy 
explaining more details.  Please become knowledgeable 
about all levies, issues, and candidates on the November 3rd 
ballot and exercise your right to vote!

 APPLY NOW FOR 2009 -  Due October 27th 

**Use Medal of Honor form for 2009.  Do not use old 
forms.  2009 form asks for signature of member to verify 
he/she completed form in own hand writing. 
     As a 4-H member who has completed a 4-H project in 
2009 you are eligible to apply for a county Medal of Honor.  
     A list of what activities and projects are eligible under 
each Medal of Honor was mailed to each organizational 
advisor with the 4-H Notebook Update this spring. See the 
list of project areas in which medals are offered. You must 
have been enrolled during 2009 in the project area or activity 
which you are applying. Four medals will be awarded in each 
area unless indicated otherwise. 
     You are encouraged to apply for more than one Medal of 
Honor. Use a separate sheet for each type of medal. If 
completing more than one Medal of Honor application, put 
numbers 1,2,3, etc. beside the type of medal you would 
appreciate receiving the most. (Number "1" means the medal 
most preferred.) 
     To apply for a medal, simply complete the enclosed 
application form, have it signed by your advisor, and in to the 
Extension Office by 5:00 p.m. on October 27th . No late 
forms will be accepted. 
     Extra application forms are available from our Office. 
     Areas for which County Medals of Honor will be awarded 
(4/area unless noted) are: 
SUMMARY MEDALS  (Limit 1 per member unless                            
                   uncontested) 
Achievement - member is involved in numerous projects and 

activities that develop leadership abilities, build character, 
and broaden citizenship responsibilities. Member participates 
fully in activities for the benefit of club, community and 
county. Member succeeds in learning, growing, and passing 
skills and knowledge on to others. His/her expanded 
knowledge, increased enthusiasm, and active involvement in 
4-H has a positive effect on his life. 
Citizenship - member develop awareness of his relationship 
to others, family, peer, state, nation and world. Member 
learns and practices life skills essential to participation as a 
responsible citizen. Member learns to respect and respond to 
the needs and rights of others. Member gains knowledge of 
the principles, processes and structures of democracy and 
how these affect self, family, community and country. 
Leadership - member understands roles, attitudes, tasks and 
functions necessary for effective leadership. Member seeks 
guidance and training in developing leadership skills which 
will build self-confidence. Member practices leadership skills 
with individuals, clubs or groups, or adults to strengthen 4-H 
opportunities for the benefit of others. Note: a member may 
receive only one Leadership medal, either a summary medal 
OR a project medal (which requires enrollment in a 
Leadership project).

     The deadline for ownership of steers and market heifers is 
February 6, 2010. If a 4-H or FFA member is feeding and 
taking care of more than one steer or market heifer as a 
project then it is wise to weigh-in and  certify,  two or three 
animals. Please help inform others interested in a 2010
