4-H MEMBERSHIP ACROSS COUNTY LINES  
State guidelines: 

a)  Youth are expected to affiliate with the 4-H program   
      in their county of residence. 
b)  4-H membership in two counties simultaneous is not  
      possible.                                                                                                                                      
c)  It is recognized that limited situations may occur   
     where membership in a county other than the county                                                              
     of residence might be positive. The agents in both   
     counties must be in agreement that the change should 
     occur.                                  
d) Consideration for membership in a county other than   
    the county of residence should be given only in  
    situations where a positive educational experience will  
    result. Any youth wanting to join 4-H other than in  
    his/her county of residence needs to complete a  
    "Request for 4-H Membership Across County Lines"  
    and turn it into our Extension Office. This form needs  
    completed one time for a 4-H member's years in 4-H.

There 
must be a 4-H member or leader in your group to enter the 
gate.

Consider this a fun club meeting or family 
outing! 
 

4-H PROJECTS 
     State Guideline - For a member to achieve the progression 
of goals needed for development, 4-H project items must be 
different from those carried in other organizations, such as 
FFA, Scouts, Camp Fire, Grange, church, school, (including 
industrial arts class, science fairs) etc. 
     It is the responsibility of the advisor to enforce this rule 
and to inform his or her members of it. 
 

4-H MEMBER HEALTH HISTORY FORM  
     We now encourage club organizational advisors to have a 
4-H Member Health History Form in their files for each 
member.  Be sure to have parents supply the information and 
sign it.  Of particular importance is who to contact when the 
parent is unable to be reached. 
     Information on health forms must be treated 
confidentially. 
     The form is available from our web site at http://
coshocton.osu.edu or contact our Extension office for copies. 
      

4-H - FFA MEMBERSHIP  
     Youth meeting the guidelines for 4-H and FFA may be 
members of both organizations. In all cases, however, 
separate animals/products must be carried in 4-H and FFA by 
these eligible members.  
  NOTE: In selecting Vo-Ag and 4-H projects, members 
should consider: For recognition at the state and national 
levels, youth probably have a better chance if they intensify 
their efforts with one type of livestock in one organization 
than if they do a moderate amount in both. If you have 
members enrolled in 4-H and FFA and have questions 
regarding this, contact the Extension Office or your FFA 
instructor. 
 
 

4-H CLUB 990-N UPDATE - IMPORTANT  
     The organizational advisor of each 4-H club or 4-H 
activity was sent information on filing the 990-N form with 
the IRS.  If that process has not been completed, then it is 
important to do it soon. 

     Each club or activity needs to turn into the Extension 
office one of the following: 
       1)  Printout that 990-N was successfully submitted OR 
       2)  Printout that you tried to submit the 990-N, but were  
             not successful. 
     If you need help with this process, just stop by the 
Extension office and Alonna Hoffman will be glad to submit 
the information for you. 

 
FOOD SAFETY TRAINING - ONE LEADER/CLUB  

     One 4-H leader per club needs to be trained in the “Safe 
Food Handling for the Occasional Quantity Cook” materials. 
This was a new OSU policy in 2007.   
    This is to ensure that clubs are aware of how to safely 
handle food that is being sold or given away (fund raisers, 
recognition programs, bake sales, etc.). 
     One advisor per club needs to pick up the training CD and 
handout to study the material, take the short quiz (10 
questions), and print out the certificate to turn into the 
Extension office.  We will keep the certificate on file for each 
4-H club. 
     A handout is available with the materials explaining the 
steps. This is to protect the advisors and 4-H clubs from food 
poisoning issues or other problems related to food safety.  If a 
leader needs access to a computer, then it is fine to come into 
the Extension office to use a computer. 

 

 LIVESTOCK PROJECTS ALSO RECEIVE CLUB 
ADVISORS GRADES 

     Club advisors will be responsible for giving 2/3 of the 
grade for all projects including livestock.  
     For all projects taken by members in 2009, club advisors 
will have to report to the OSU Extension office 1/3 of the 
grade for club work by the member and 1/3 of the project 
work done over time by the member.  The last 1/3 of the 
grade will be determined by the judge of the project at the 
county 4-H Evaluation Day or Livestock Skillathon.   
     Club leaders can refer to their Advisors Notebook for 
further explanation of the grading system and definitions of 
the grades of Superior, Excellent, Very Good, Good, or Fair.

Applicants must be a high 
school graduate continuing their education at an accredited 
institution.

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INTERVIEW EVALUATION REQUIRED  
 FOR ALL 4-H PROJECTS 

 
��  A CLUB ADVISOR NEEDS TO SIGN THE FRONT OF 
EACH PROJECT BOOK THAT HE/SHE HAS SEEN THE 
COMPLETED PROJECT BOOK BEFORE THE 
MEMBER GOES TO EVALUATION. 
   All 4-H projects must be interview evaluated to be a 
"completed project".  Only "completed projects" may be entered 
by the club advisor on the Coshocton County Junior Fair entry 
form.   
4-H members may complete his or her project by:  
1. Having the project evaluated at the 4-H Evaluation Days 
Career Center or Livestock  Skillathons & Interviews in July & 
August (County Service Bldg. & Fairgrounds). 
2. Pre-judged by another 4-H advisor, key leader, or 
knowledgeable  person in the community. See list of advisors to 
pre or post evaluate livestock projects. The  member's own club 
advisor is not to pre-judge the project.  (Prejudged projects are 
not eligible for county placings or state fair selection.) 
3. Post-judged by another 4-H advisor, key leader, or   
knowledgeable person in the  community.  The member's own 
club advisor is not to post-judge the  project.  Any post-judged 
evaluations will receive a 4-H participation ribbon instead of 
a grade ribbon. 
�� Note that August 24 is the Junior Fair entry deadline date.

****CHANGE FOR STATE FAIR PARTICIPATION****  
     We are in a unique situation again this year with 
scheduling, due dates, and deadlines.  Because the dates for 
4-H Junior Camp are July 5-9, 4-H Evaluations Days had to 
be scheduled for July 13 for Foods & Nutrition and Family 
Living Projects and July 20 for all Clothing Projects.  The 
Ohio State Fair begins July 29th.  As you see, we have very 
little turn around time to confirm and make county State 
Fair entries!  In the past, winners of county placings and 
those chosen for State Fair participation for both the July 13th 
and July 20th judging days were announced at the Style Show, 
Monday evening following Clothing judging earlier that day.  
Parents would then have time to check the State Fair schedule 
and personal schedules to determine if the child would be 
attending the State Fair competition.  If for some reason the 
child would not be attending, the parent would let our office 
know and we would then contact the alternate and go through 
the same process again.  As you can see this can, and usually 
does, take several days.  This year the office does not have 
several days!  So again this year, the results of the July 13th 
Food & Nutrition and the Family Living Projects, including 
those chosen for State Fair participation and the Alternates, 
will be announced July 14th.

Does must be brought to the Junior Fair Rabbit Barn 
on May 23 for Doe Rabbit Check-In (3-4 p.m.) if they are being 
bred to produce a fryer or contact a rabbit key leader (Alan 
Worthington 545-7991) to have does tattooed and registered by 
June 1st. Each exhibitor may have up to a maximum of three 
does tattooed that are being bred for fryers.  Does and bucks for 
producing rabbit fryers must be New Zealand, California, 
Florida White, or Satin breeds. 
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WETHER GOATS    All wether goats (Market Wether, 
Angora Wether, Pygmy Wether, or Dairy Wether) wishing to 
sell in the Junior Fair Auction must be tagged in on June 27, 
10-10:30 a.m. at the Open Class Sheep Barn.  Each exhibitor 
may tag a maximum of 3 Market Wethers, 3 Angora 
Wethers, 3 Pygmy Wethers, or 3 Dairy Wethers. All wethers 
must be banded or surgically cut and NO horns (except 
Pygmies and Angoras) to be tagged.  
 

BREEDING CHICKENS, DUCKS, & GEESE:  
All breeding chickens, ducks, and geese are to be owned by 
July 1. No ownership certificates. 
 

FEEDER CALVES   Feeder Calf Tag Day is June 20, 7-9 
a.m. at the Seventh Street gate of the fairgrounds. Each 
exhibitor may tag in a maximum of 3 beef feeder calves and 
3 dairy feeder calves.  
 

MARKET LAMBS  are to be owned by Weigh Day and 
weighed on June 19 ONLY, 6-7:30 p.m. (No ownership 
papers required.) This weigh day is only one day for 2009. 
LAMBS MUST BE 100 LBS OR LESS TO BE TAGGED. 
 
MARKET CHICKENS Certificates into the Extension 
Office by August 23, 2009. Member must own and have in 
sole possession at least 5 market chickens that were hatched 
on or after August 12 of the current year.     
 

MARKET DUCKS Ownership papers into the Extension 
office by August 23, 2009 for at least five market ducks 
hatched on or after August 12 of the current year.  
***AGAIN for 2009, all Market Ducks MUST  be ordered 
through the Extension office. *** 

 

MARKET HOG TAG DAY  
     Market Hog Tag Day will be Saturday, 
June 27th, 6-8 a.m. behind the Junior Fair 
Arena. The market hogs may be a barrow or 
gilt.   
     At fair time, an exhibitor may bring a 
maximum of one market barrow and one 

market gilt.  Market barrows and market gilts will show in 
separate classes.  The overall Grand Champion Market Hog 
and Reserve Grand Champion Market Hog will be the two 
animals in the auction.   
     On June 27th, each 4-H or FFA member may have his or 
her name written down three times for gilts and three times 
for barrows (either singularly for a hog or combined with 
another name as long as they both own and care for the hog).  
Any   4-H or FFA member planning to exhibit a market 
barrow or gilt at our county fair must have the animal (s) 
tagged and tattooed at the Tag Day. 

 

AGAIN FOR 2009 -  HOG CLIPPING RULE  
     All barrows and gilts must have a measurable ½ inch of 
body hair, underline included.  Ears and tails may be a 
shorter length.  Any barrow or gilt may be checked at any 
time during the exhibition.  All hogs in violation will be 
disqualified and will not sell.  Lower placing animals 
meeting requirements will replace these animals these 
animals in showing order. 

     Ohio State Fair Junior Fair Swine Show - “All barrows 
must have a measurable 1/2” of  body hair, underline 
included.  Ears and tail my be a shorter length.

WEIGH-IN MARKET LAMBS  
   Market Lambs Weigh-In will be held at the fairgrounds in 
the Jr. Fair Arena on Friday, June 19th, 6-7:30 p.m. All 
market lambs must weigh-in to be exhibited in the Coshocton 
County Jr. Fair Sheep Show. LAMBS MUST BE 100 LBS 
OR LESS TO BE TAGGED. Each exhibitor is allowed to tag 
a maximum of three lambs.  All market lambs must still be 
owned by these Weigh-In dates. No lamb ownership papers 
required.  During Market Lamb Weigh-In in June, any 
overweight lamb may be reweighed one time prior to 7:30 
p.m. or when shearing of lambs is finished (which ever 
occurs last).  Lambs to be re-weighed may not leave the 
fairgrounds. 
   All ewe lambs must have a scrapie tag.  All wethers must 
have been surgically cut or banded to be tagged in. 
**Again for 2009 Junior Fair Sheep Show exhibitors may 
enter two single market lambs. But each exhibitor may 
weigh-in a maximum of three lambs in 2009.

***NEW HELMET RULE***  
*Important New Rule: All youth age 19 and under, 
participating in any 4-H equestrian activity, are required to 
wear properly fitted protective headgear which meets or 
exceeds current ASTM standards with the chin harness 
securely fastened at all times while riding or driving an 
equine.  

 

HORSE NEWS - ADVISORS & MEMBERS

requirements that MUST be dated by the member.  A copy of 
all project requirements has been included in the club 
ownership packet for advisors to review.  All project books 
MUST be signed, dated by the advisor as being complete and 
brought to the Equine Evaluation and skillathon on August 
12th in Hunter Arena, Coshocton County Fairgrounds at  
6 p.m.

9055.  The revised horse skillathon requirements will soon be 
posted on the county website. 

 

HORSE OWNERSHIP/LEASE/  
PRODUCTION PAPERS 

     Advisors with horse and ponies in their club need to fill 
out club ownership papers. A separate PAS (Performance 
Against Standards) entry form will be sent to the main 
advisor of each club.  The PAS show will be held June 26th at 
6:30 with the pre-entry to be returned to the Extension 
Office by June 23rd.  Ground Roping is a State Fair class this 
year and will be included in the PAS show. 
     Included with the ownership papers, each child and parent 
must sign and submit a “Disclosure and Release of Claims” 
paper each year. In addition, if a member is leasing an equine 
project, then a separate lease form must be filled out. Lease 
participants are responsible for designing their own lease 
form. Also, if a member is planning to show a production 
animal (weanling - 3 years of age), a county production 
contract for county participation and a state production 
contract for state fair participation must be completed. All 
production animals must have been owned by their yearling 
year and may not be leased.  All children must complete the 
“Safety and Ethics” program.  This program must be 
completed by both the parent and child and a form filed with 

the Extension Office before the member participates in any 
equine activity.  Members not completing the program last 
year and all new members must do so immediately.  Contact 
the Extension Office for information and materials. 
    All forms must be submitted with the club ownership 
papers.  

STATE FAIR HORSE PRODUCTION ENTRIES  
     State Fair Horse Production entries are due into the 
County Extension Office by Monday, June 10th.  Entries will 
be forwarded on to the state office. Remember, you must 
have a State Production Contract on file with your ownership 
paper. Check State Production contract for rules regulating 
the Ohio State Fair Production classes. 
 

PAS PERFORMANCE AGAINST STANDARDS 
     Participants for The Ohio State Fair 
Horse Show MUST be selected using the 
PAS (Performance Against Standards) 
program. This State Fair Selection 
Process will be held Friday, June 26th, 

6:30 p.m. in Hunter Arena, Coshocton County Fairgrounds. 
Members will not be competing against each other but must 
meet a predetermined standard for each class. Members may 
make four choices for qualification and must qualify in two 
classes in order to go to the State Fair. ONE pre-registration 
entry will be sent to each 4-H club and FFA. Entries are to be 
returned to the Extension Office by Friday, June 23rd. 
     A youth must qualify in two classes in order to go to State 
Fair.  One of those classes may be Ground Roping.  In 
addition, if a youth qualifies in two classes other than Ground 
Roping and also qualifies in Ground Roping, they may show 
in Ground Roping and the other two classes (a total of three 
classes) at State Fair.  Youth should pay attention to the 2009 
State Fair Show program and what classes you cannot enter 
due to show conflicts.  At State Fair, classes will NOT be 
held for people with conflicting classes.  The equine State 
Fair schedule can be found on the county website. 

 

EQUINE MERIT AWARD  
    The 4-H Horse Advisory Committee will be awarding the 
"Equine Merit Award" this year. 4-H members must be 
enrolled in a horse\pony project to earn points to qualify for 
this award. Points will be given for various individual 
accomplishments in both Junior (9 - 13 years of age) and 
Senior (14 - 18 years of age) Divisions. Emphasis is  being 
placed on events, achievements, and participation in non-
horse areas. Forms must be completed, signed, and turned in 
to the Extension Office by Monday, OCTOBER 12, 2009  
Equine Merit Award forms may be obtained from the 
Extension Office.
