Background and Purpose

This scholarship was established in 2000 by Collegiate 4-H at The Ohio State University to recognize collegiate
achievements and encourage leadership, scholarship and service among Collegiate 4-H members.

Selection Procedures and Criteria

Applicants must be: 1) a current member of Collegiate 4-H at the Ohio State University main campus; 2) on
official record as having paid their annual dues to the OSU Collegiate 4-H Club (dues are $6/quarter or
$15/year); 3) currently enrolled at the Ohio State University main campus; and 4) planning to attend Ohio State
main campus or any of its regional campuses the following fall quarter.

To apply for this award, members need to complete a Collegiate 4-H at OSU Scholarship” application and
submit it directly to the State 4-H Office by January 28, 2005.

Criteria for selection: 60% on Collegiate 4-H club activities; 25% on how Collegiate 4-H has enhanced your
college experience; 10% on extracurricular activities; 5% on academic achievements.

Two Collegiate 4-H Scholarship winners will be selected at the state level by a State Awards Selection
Committee.

The Award And its Presentation

A State 4-H Award announcement letter will be sent to the Collegiate 4-H at OSU Advisor the first week of
March so that he or she can notify winners and/or their families personally. The State 4-H Office will then
follow up with a letter that will be sent directly to the recipient after March 21.

The two Collegiate 4-H Scholarship Award winners will be publicly recognized at the Ohio 4-H Youth
Recognition Banquet. Each winner will receive an award plague honoring their achievements. In addition, the
award winner will receive a tuition credit for $500 sometime before fall quarter of 2005.
