4-H Conservation Camp - A six day camp (June 5-10) held at Camp Ohio, Utica. Primarily designed for
youth interested in Environmental Sciences. Participants learn by doing, using Camp Ohio as their
laboratory. Participants can be 4-H age 13 and older. Member cost: $50.00 (1 to 2 selected)

4-H Leadership Camp - A six day camp (July 9-14) held at Camp Ohio, Utica. This program focuses on
helping youth develop leadership by actually planning, conducting, and evaluating major parts of the
camp program. Member should be at least 14 years old for this camp. Member cost: none (2 selected)

4-H Citizenship Washington Focus - This one w eek program (June 25 - July 1) is held in our nation’s
capitol, Washington D.C., and focuses on citizenship. Participants should be age 15 and older. Member
cost: $100.00 (1 to 2 selected)

Ohio Forestry Camp - This six day camp (June ??-??) is held at FFA Camp Muskingum, Leesville Lake,
Carroll County. The program focuses on tree identification, silviculture, ecology and forest products. We
w ill forw ard your name on to Delaw are County Soil & Water Conservation District, w ho makes the
selections.

Fair activities. Members are expected to attend meetings, stay the entire fair and serve a tw o-year term.
The Ohio State Fair is August 2-13, 2006.

National 4-H Dairy Conference - This national event provides delegates w ith an opportunity to learn more

about the dairy industry and observe new dairy industry developments. The conference is scheduled at

the University of Wisconsin in Madison, Wisconsin from October 1-4, 2006.

Ohio Dairy Goat Conference - This conference provides delegates w ith the opportunity to learn more about
the dairy goat industry and observe new dairy goat industry practices. The conference is scheduled at the
Ohio State University in Columbus, Ohio sometime in September/October, 2006.

OTA Local Government Aw ard - Tw o $1500 aw ards are available to 4-H high school seniors w ho have
completed a local government-type activity that has had significant impact on the applicant's community,
tow nship or county.

State Achievement Aw ards - These 19 aw ards recognize a 4-H member's achievement in a specific area.
Areas include: Beef, Citizenship & Community Service, Clothing & Textiles, Dairy, Dairy Goat, Environmental
Sciences, Family Life & Child Development, Foods & Nutrition, Gardening & Horticulture, Health & Safety,
Horse, Leadership, Mechanical & Engineering Sciences, Personal Development, Rabbits & Poultry, Sheep,
Shooting Sports, Swine and Veterinary Science. Each achievement aw ard w inner w ill receive a trip to the
National 4-H Congress, scheduled in Atlanta, Georgia from November 25-29, 2006.

Ohio 4-H Scholarships - There are 24 state 4-H scholarships available in 2006 and each has its ow n list of
eligibility requirements. Please request a “Ohio 4-H Scholarship Application Form” fromyour County Agent.
The state 4-H scholarship application form gives a complete listing of each scholarship and its
requirements.

Ohio 4-H Ambassador - Each year, delegates are selected from each county to serve a one year termas a
State 4-H Ambassador. Ambassadors are selected based on their accomplishments in leadership, public
speaking, and community service and are required to attend a training in Columbus. Ambassadors
represent Ohio's 4-H youth at various state and local events. Completion of an Ohio 4-H Achievement
Record is not necessary to be eligible for this aw ard/opportunity. A separate form must be completed.

International Programs - These programs allow 4-Hers and alumni ages 14-30 to serve as a host to a youth
from another country or to travel abroad as a 4-H representative to more than 30 countries around the
world. Some scholarships are available for travel. Completion of an Ohio 4-H Achievement Record is not
necessary to be eligible for these opportunities. Instead, a separate, specialized application formis
required.
