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Buggy Updates
Gypsy Moth Update

The Ohio Department of Agriculture has finalized their field work by counting
gypsy moth egg masses this season. In order for an area to qualify there must
be at least 250 egg masses per acre within a 50-acre contiguous block.

The only area in Lucas County that qualified this year is the Swanton/
Valleywood Golf Course area. The spray freatment block has Valleywood Golf
Course basically in the center, surrounded by residences North to Brindley,
West to Route 64, South to Monclova Road, and East to Scott Road.

For all interested parties, there will be a Gypsy Moth Open House, on
Thursday, February 19™ between 4:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. at the Swanton
Township Hall, at 13410 Airport Highway. Representatives from the Ohio
Department of Agriculture, and OSU Extension will be there with maps of the
treatment area, and will be available to answer all of your questions.

Emerald Ash Borer

We're not sure what to expect come May when the emerald ash borer adults
begin to emerge, but we're keeping our fingers crossed that the eradication
efforts last winter have stopped this exotic invader in its tracks in Lucas
County. Outliers have been confirmed in Defiance, Paulding, Wood and Franklin
Counties this past summer and fall.

this time NOT to recommend any ash trees in
Ohio be treated with insecticides for emerald
ash borer, even if the tree is in the immediate
vicinity of a known infestation.

People near an eradication zone may be tempted
to treat their trees as insurance, just in case
emerald ash borer escapes the eradication
program. However, if a borer does escape the
eradication program, it is extremely unlikely that
it will lay eggs only on trees that have been
treated with insecticides, as emerald ash borer
adults lay many eggs as they fly from tree to
tree. If she does lay eggs even on one untreated
tree in the same neighborhood as the treated
tree, eventually the untreated tree will show
signs or symptoms of infestation and have to be
destroyed. In this case under the current
eradication plan, all trees in the vicinity of the
infested tree will have to be destroyed, even if
they have been treated.

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Instructions for Planting Your New Seedlings

Thinking of adding to your landscape and /or property. Starting with seedlings might be
the answer. Seedlings are small, therefore, less expensive than those available in the
trade. If you are not looking for an instant landscape, have the time and space to nurture
the seedlings along until they grow, and then be added to your landscape, this may be
something fun to try.

Right now is the time to start planning where, and which seedlings you want to plant this spring. The
care you give your seedlings after they arrive, have more bearing on their survival and early growth
than how they are planted. Seedlings should be planted as soon as possible after they arrive. Open
the packages upon arrival and rewet the roots if necessary. Bundled seedlings can be stored for
several days in a cool, shady place, if protected from freezing. Or you can store them 2—4 weeks in
cold storage (34 to 38° F) without seriously deteriorating. Stack bundles so air can freely circulate
around each bundle to prevent “heating” within the seedling bundles.

Before planting, soak seeding roots in water for 1-2 hours; keep seedlings moist when planting by
carrying them in planting trays packed with moist peat. Prior to planting, prune the seedling taproot
to a length of 8" and all lateral roots to a length of 1-2". Do not shear lateral roots off because this
will reduce the number of potential sites for new root growth. Do not plant seedlings when there is
snow on the ground, when the soil is oo wet, or if frost can still occur.

Using a shovel, hoe, or post-hole digger, dig a hole deep and wide enough to spread the
root system out in all directions. The seedling should be planted at the same level at
which it was growing. Be sure not to plant the seedlings too deep. Layer soil back into

the hole, minimizing the size and number of air pockets. '

Apply 1-2" of mulch, keeping it even with the ground, do not mound it up. Be sure you
water frequently throughout the season. This is more easily accomplished when small seedlings are
placed together in a garden or nursery area.
