
Governor Taft’s announced changes in 
EAB program initiatives, in response to 
limited federal funding for 2006. The 
revised program will focus on 
containment of the ash tree-killing pest 
to Northwest Ohio through quarantine 
regulation, statewide detection, and, 
when funding is available, eradication 
only of extreme outlier infestations.  

“We are disappointed that Congress 
has not fully supported the President’s 
budget proposal,” Taft said. “However, 
we need to balance our checkbook and 
make changes to best use our 
available resources.  In order to best 
use the funding we did receive, we will 
shift our focus to support our  regional 
plans to contain this destructive pest to 
Northwest Ohio as much as possible.” 

In August Taft visited Southeast 
Michigan and Northwest Ohio to see 
firsthand the extensive EAB damage 
and promote the critical nature of the 
problem.  In multiple letters to U.S. 
Department of Agriculture Secretary 
Mike Johanns during 2005, Taft 
emphasized the importance of federal 
funds for EAB efforts in Ohio and drew 
attention to the need for additional 
funding for eradication purposes. 

In light of limited federal resources, 
Ohio has revised its strategies and 
developed containment plans focused 
on the following: 

 * Regulation and enforcement of state-
quarantined areas. It is illegal  to move 
non-coniferous firewood and ash tree 
materials out of quarantined  areas in 
Northwest Ohio, a contiguous area of 
Defiance, Fulton, Henry, Lucas, 
Sandusky, Williams, and Wood 

counties, and parts of Erie, Hancock, 
Lorain, and  Ottawa counties. Violators 
face fines up to $4,000. (Map and detailed  
list of affected areas available at http://
www.ohioagriculture.gov/eab/regulations 

 * Statewide educational efforts through 
private and public  partnerships, focusing 
on detection and halting the artificial 
movement of EAB. This includes 
billboards, road signs, campground 
signage, other outdoor messages and 
outreach events, mailings, public service  
announcements and more. 

Since EAB was first discovered in Ohio in 
2003, the Ohio Department of Agriculture 
and the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s 
Animal and Plant Health Inspection 
Service, along with the Ohio Department 
of Natural Resources, The Ohio State 
University and the U.S. Forest Service, 
have partnered to stop this pest from 
moving across the United States and 
destroying ash trees. 

Ohio’s cooperative program functions on 
recommendations from a National EAB 
Science Advisory Panel, which includes 
some of the continent’s leading 
entomologists and forest health experts.  
This panel has identified Northwest Ohio 
as a gateway through which EAB could 
spread to the rest of the nation. 

“Since the start of the program, Ohio’s 
strategies have been based on the best 
science available,” said Ohio Agriculture 
Director Fred L. Dailey.  

“Research continues to develop and with 
time, may provide alternative treatment 
options for our program. Until then, we 
need to work together to contain this 
devastating pest in Northwest Ohio and 
protect the rest of our ash tree resources.”

Have you Seen this Plant? 
Giant Hogweed (Heracleum mantegazzianum) is an 
attractive but dangerous, noxious weed that has 
become a public health hazard.  Even though it is a 
tall, majestic plant, it is hazardous because of its 
potential to cause sever skin irritation to susceptible 
people.  Plant sap produces painful , burning blisters 
within 24-48 hours of contact.  Plant juices can also 
produce painless red blotches that later develop into 
purplish or brownish scars that may persist for 
several years.  Giant Hogweed was originally 
introduced into this country from Europe.  Its 
imposing appearance made it desirable for 
arboretums and gardens.  Over the years, however, it 
has escaped and has become established in 
communities in over 10 states.  Seed gathering is the 
main culprit, and the Department of Agriculture would 
like to stop the spread of this toxic weed.  We have

Ohio Department of Agriculture’s (ODA) 
Detection Tree Program 
In an effort to contain and eliminate EAB, the ODA 
has expanded the use of detection trees to aid in 
survey measures. Detection trees, which only attract 
insects already in the area, are useful tools in 
monitoring and detection of the pest. 
Ideal detection trees are: 
· Ash trees wounded by girdling.  Girdling is done 
by cutting a strip of bark approximately 12” wide 
around the tree.  This causes the tree to release 
natural stress signals, which are innately attractive to 
insects. 
· Roughly 4-8” in diameter and are growing in 
easily accessible, natural areas. 
· Girdled before adult emergence in May to attract 
EAB adults already in the area as they search for 
sites to lay their eggs. 
· Removed in the fall, after EAB emergence is 
completed.  The detection trees are cut down and the 
bark is peeled off in search of EAB larvae living just 
beneath the bark. 
· Disposed of only if EAB infestation is found. 
In 2006, Ohio’s EAB program will expand detection 
efforts beyond NW Ohio, with plans to establish more 
than 15,000 detection trees across the state.

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Gypsy Moth Surveys  
As in years’ past, we are asking for volunteers to 
help us monitory gypsy moth activity in our area.  
While the populations have been low these last 
couple of years, they could spike again at any 
time. 
We  would  provided you with the burlap band kit, 
and ask that you put it up on your oak tree  (or a 
neighbor’s tree willing to help) by mid-May and 
check for activity at least on a weekly basis.  If 
you find any larvae we need a count either called 
in, emailed, or mailed into the office monthly to let 
us know where our hot spots are. 
Priority will be given to MGs with a concentrated 
area of oak trees in the neighborhoods. 
The bands will then need to be removed in 
August, after their peak activity the 1st week of 
July.

Some Plants Have Stupid Names  
Editor's Notebook Reprinted from Southern 
Living.com:   
Some plants have stupid names. Bugleweed is an 
example. It doesn't look like a bugle and doesn't 
sound like a bugle. Its botanical name, Ajuga (see 
Page 8), is nonsensical too. It translates roughly into 
"lacks an ox's yoke," which I think applies to 
everything in the world except for an ox and a harried 
husband. Despite this, carpet bugleweed (A. reptans) 
is an excellent ground cover for shade. Growing 3 to 6 
inches tall, it spreads quickly. Depending on the 
selection, the leaves may be green, purple, bronze, or 
variegated. Spring flowers can be blue, pink, or white. 
The showiest of them all, 'Catlin's Giant' (at left), has 
bronzy-green leaves twice the size of others, and its 
blue flower spikes stand 8 inches tall. You can find it 
at many garden centers. If you can't remember its 
name, just ask for a yokeless plant. That should 
narrow it down. --Steve Bender

New Treatment 
Recommendations for EAB 
Annual insecticide treatments provide an option 
for people who want to try to protect their ash 
trees from EAB. 
 
There are several insecticide options available for 
people in northwest Ohio who elect to treat their 
trees, including systemic insecticides that are 
applied as soil treatments, trunk injections or trunk 
implants, as well as protective sprays that are 
applied to the trunk, branches and foliage. Some 
formulations can be purchased and applied by 
homeowners. Others can be applied only by 
professional applicators. Availability and allowable 
uses of insecticide products change constantly, so 
we recommend that you contact OSU Extension 
for the latest information on specific products. 

It is important to note that insecticide applications 
will have to be done annually, and in many cases, 
it may be more cost effective to remove and 
replace the tree. It is also important to realize that, 
while some treatments appear promising, success 
is not assured. In some research trials, trees have 
continued to decline from EAB attack despite 
being treated over successive years. In other 
trials, treatments have failed completely. This 
inconsistency of control, coupled with the fact that 
insecticides cannot prevent emergence and 
spread of insects from trees that are already 
infested, is why insecticides are not used for 
eradication. The bottom line is that we still do not 
have enough experience with EAB to know if 
insecticide treatments will be effective over the 
long term. 
The quarantined areas of northwest Ohio are 
subject to change as new EAB infestations are 

detected, and it is important to stay up to date, as 
recommendations regarding insecticide 
treatments depend on whether you are located 
inside or outside the northwest Ohio quarantine.
